CLASSROOM LEARNING

Did you know that your children are required to write during their math instruc-

tion? They must constantly explain their reasoning for everything! Ask your
child, “How do you know that’s the answer?” “Can you prove it?” They must also
be able to form an answer to a math question in a multiple of ways.

Our school district allows students to work on a computer-based math program
called “Istation.” This program gives them a non-graded test at the beginning of
every month to their math progress and which skills they need to continue to
work on. Once this test is completed, they spend the rest of the month working
on these skills.
